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Track Your Treatment
Your doctor will decide if you need treatment based on your test results, 
health condition, age, and family history.

Remember to take your medicine according to the doctor’s instructions. 
If you forget to take your medicine, your chance of response may be 
lower and the chance of the virus becoming resistant to the treatment 
will be increased. 

If you think the medicine is giving you side effects, talk to the doctor. 
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1	Liver tests measure inflammation in your liver. If the result is high, 
	 it means your liver is affected.
2	It can help detect liver cancer.
3	This test shows how much hepatitis B virus you have in your 		
	 blood. If your viral load starts to increase, your doctor will need to 	
	 monitor you carefully. 
4	If this test is positive (+), it often means the amount of virus in your 	
	 blood is high. You may be more likely to spread the virus to others.

5	If this test is positive (+), it means that in general the amount of 		
	 virus in your blood is low but sometimes the amount of virus can be 	
	 high, that is why the HBV DNA test is important.
6	If this test result is positive (+), it means that you are infected with 	
	 the hepatitis B virus.
7	If this test is positive, you are immune to the hepatitis B virus 
	 (you are protected).
8	Test to screen for early liver cancer.
